The SingleRail system with roof hooks can be used without further testing by K2 Systems in the fol-
lowing standard conditions. To calculate maximum distances between supports we recommend using
our calculation tool K2 Base. The system is also suitable for higher requirements. However, if a value

exceeds the standard conditions, please contact K2 Systems.

@ Roof requirements

The sufficient holding force of the roof cov-
ering at the support or substructure must be
ensured on site.

Roof pitch of 5-75°

Sufficient load reserves to support the
PV system.

On-site general standards and regulations for
lightning protection must be observed and
consultation with a specialist to create a
lightning protection concept is recommended
(use lightning protection clamp if necessary).

Sizing and positioning of the wood screws are
subject to the relevant regulations.

- In the case of pressure-soft rooftop insulation,
especially that made of mineral fibres, care
must be taken to ensure a suitable spacer
screw connection of the counter batten to the
rafter.
